We
also have a rolling timetable for reviewing each chapter within
the BNSSG Joint Formulary so that each chapter is expected
to be reviewed every 2 years. The schedule of this has been
delayed due to the pressure of the COVID-19 pandemic. Our
usual process is to establish a working group for each chapter
review that involves representation from the relevant specialist
teams, community and primary care across BNSSG to input
into the chapter update. Guidelines within the BNSSG Joint
Formulary are expected to be reviewed every 2 years or
sooner if national policy or evidence changes.
