Prior to 1/7/2022, can you tell me, the same as above, but as a 
CCG. Has there been any change?  

NHSE was responsible for the oversight of CCGs until 1st July 2022, 
and managed its relationship with the CCG in a similar manner to the 
arrangements in place with the ICB.  
 
The Constitutions and functions of the CCG and ICB are different, 
and this includes the Board membership.
